ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On November 13, 2003, Citizens Electric Corporation filed an Application for Cancellation of Tariff.  Citizens notes that on August 28, 2003, Senate Bill No. 255 went into effect, amending Section 393.110, RSMo.  This amendment, Citizens states,  “effectively limits Missouri Public Service Commission’s jurisdiction of Citizens in that it will no longer regulate Citizens’ rates, financing, accounting, or management but will continue to regulate the safety and reliability of Citizens’ operations.”  Citizens requests that the Commission issue an order canceling the company’s tariff and acknowledging that the company’s certificate of convenience and necessity remains in effect.

The Commission will direct its Staff to file its recommendation as to whether or not the application should be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than December 18, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its recommendation as to whether or not the application of Citizens Electric Corporation should be granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on November 18, 2003.
