Motion for Order Joining Union Electric Company as Party

COMES NOW the Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Committee) and for its motion to join Union Electric Company as a party to this case states:

1. The Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service Commission consists of two members of the Commission’s utility division staff, a member of the Commission’s General Counsel’s Office and, ex officio, Public Counsel.

2. In their application filed on March 31, 2003, Restoration St. Louis, Inc. and New Lindell Towers, LLC, seek master metering by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE of electrical service at premises located at 3733 and 3745 Lindell Boulevard, St. Louis, Missouri and state in paragraph 5(C) of their application that “AmerenUE has stated to the Applicants that PSC regulations, and a specific AmerenUE Tariff, requires individual metering for each residential unit and do not permit master metering for either of the two buildings.”  In addition to seeking a declaration that no variances from Commission Rule 4 CSR 240.050 are required for these premises or, alternatively, that variances should be granted for these premises, the applicants seek variances from Union Electric Company’s Tariff Schedule 5, 6th Revised Sheet No. 144 issued February 14, 2003 and made effective March 17, 2003.

3. Although the applicants have served Union Electric Company with a copy of their application, at this time neither has Union Electric Company entered an appearance in this case nor has the Commission issued an order making Union Electric Company a party to this case.

WHEREFORE, the Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service Commission moves the Commission to issue an order making Union Electric Company a party to this case and directing Union Electric Company to file, at least two working days before the Memorandum and Recommendation the Commission has presently ordered the Staff to file by 4:00 p.m. on April 18, 2003, a responsive pleading to the Application for Variance made by Restoration St. Louis, Inc. and New Lindell Towers, LLC filed in this case on March 31, 2003.
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
