ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On May 23, 2003, the City of Thayer, Missouri and Howell-Oregon Electric Cooperative filed a joint application, requesting approval to change the electric supplier of Thayer High School from the City to the Cooperative.  Subsequently, the Staff of the Commission filed its memorandum.  Staff stated that it “is not opposed to what appears to be the purpose of the Joint Application”; however, Staff added that Joint Applicants should be required to address the question of “why their Joint Application should not be deemed to constitute an amendment of the Territorial Agreement [between Joint Applicants].”  Staff stated that it would respond to Joint Applicants’ filing.

On July 30, 2003, Joint Applicants filed a response to Staff’s memorandum and on July 31, 2003, filed a supplement to the response.  The Commission will require that Staff file a status report, informing the Commission of a date certain on which Staff will file its response to Joint Applicants’ filings. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a status report no later than September 12, 2003, informing the Commission of a date certain on which Staff will file its response to Joint Applicants’ filings.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 1, 2003.
