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STAFF RECOMMENDATION

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and respectfully states as follows:  


1.  On February 5, 2004, Joe D. Carter, Applicant, filed an Application for Change of Electric Service Provider from White River Valley Electric Cooperative to the City of Nixa Electric with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission).


2.  On February 9, 2004, the Commission issued its Order and Notice and Order Directing Filing.  In this Order, the Commission directed its Staff to file a Memorandum advising either approval or rejection of the application and the reasons therefore no later than March 26, 2004.


3.  On March 22, 2004, Applicant filed a letter advising that he is trying to get his property annexed into the City of Nixa.  


4.  On March 24, 2004, Staff filed a Motion for Extension of Time, seeking until April 16, 2004 to file Staff’s Memorandum in this case.  


5.  On April 7, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Granting Motion for Extension of Time to File Staff Memorandum.  


6.  Attached hereto, as Attachment A, is Staff’s Memorandum.  Staff recommends, for the reasons set forth in the Memorandum, that the Application be denied whether or not Applicant’s property is annexed into the City of Nixa.  Staff’s Memorandum also explains that Applicant has not shown that a change in supplier is in the public interest. 


7.  Staff believes that the Commission’s April 7, 2004 Order grants Applicant’s request for a delay for Commission action in this case.  Staff suggests that, as an alternative, the Commission direct Applicant to file a status report on his Application no later than June 30, 2004.  

8.  Staff also notes that the Application does not state that the change of supplier is in the public interest.  Section 394.315 provides that the Commission may order a change of suppliers on the basis that it is in the public interest for a reason other than a rate differential.  
WHEREFORE, Staff respectfully submits Staff’s Memorandum in this case and further requests that the Commission direct Applicant to advise the Commission and the Parties in this case regarding the status of his attempts to be annexed by the City of Nixa no later than June 30, 2004.
