STATUS REPORT

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”) and, in response to the Commission’s Order Setting Hearing and Directing Filing dated October 29, 2003, makes this status report.

1. In late April of this year, the Staff supplied a memo to all the parties that, with the exception of certain designated classes, the Staff would accept the weather normalized hourly class loads that Aquila proposed.  For the classes where the Staff disagreed with Aquila’s proposed weather normalized hourly class loads, the Staff responded with a proposal to use actual hourly class loads for rate design. Aquila responded to that memo September 7, 2004.  In that memo, Aquila generally concurs with Staff’s comments.
2. Staff has made inquiry of the other parties in the case as to whether they agree with Aquila and the Staff as to which classes the weather normalized hourly class loads that Aquila proposed should be accepted and which classes actual hourly class loads should be used for rate design in anticipation of filing a stipulation and agreement memorializing the parties’ agreement.  Thus far, only Aquila has responded with its position--agreement.
3. The Staff notes that due to the filing of testimony and impending hearing in Case No. ER-2004-0570, as well as review of Kansas City Power & Light Company’s regulatory plan, the Staff, and undoubtedly other parties in this case, have had to allocate their resources away from focusing on this matter.
4. No other significant events have transpired in this case since the Staff’s last status report made in September 2004.
WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully files this status report with the Commission.
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
