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STAFF FILING REGARDING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and respectfully states as follows:  


1.  On February 5, 2004, Joe D. Carter (Applicant) filed an Application for Change of Electric Service Provider with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) from White River Valley Electric Cooperative to the City of Nixa Electric. 


2.  On February 9, 2004, the Commission issued its Order and Notice and Order Directing Filing.  In this Order, the Commission directed its Staff to file a Memorandum advising either approval or rejection of the Application and the reasons therefore, no later than March 26, 2004.


3.  On March 22, 2004, Applicant filed a letter advising that he is trying to annex his property into the City of Nixa.  


4.  On March 24, 2004, Staff filed a Motion for Extension of Time, seeking until April 16, 2004 to file Staff’s Memorandum in this case.  


5.  On April 7, 2004, the Commission issued its Order Granting Motion for Extension of Time to File Staff Memorandum.  

6. On April 16, 2004, Staff filed its Staff Recommendation in this case.  

7.  On May 4, 2004, The Commission issued an Order setting this case for a pre-hearing conference on May 20, 2004.  Staff, the Office of the Public Counsel and White River Electric Cooperative appeared.  Applicant and the City of Nixa did not appear.  There was an agreement among the parties present to attempt to file a Procedural Schedule by June 10, 2004.

8.   On June 1, 2004, the Commission issued an Order Directing Filing.  This Order directed Applicant to file a statement showing good cause for failing to attend the May 20, 2004 pre-hearing conference.  Such filing was to be made by June 1, 2004.     


9.  On June 7, 2004, Applicant filed a letter telling the Commission that he would inform the Commission when he is annexed into the City of Nixa and that the Commission has enough information to make a decision.  


10. Applicant and the City of Nixa have declined to participate in this case.  Accordingly, the other parties cannot provide a Proposed Procedural Schedule without input from all of the parties.  


WHEREFORE, Staff respectfully submits that the other parties to this case (White River Electric Cooperative, Staff, and the Office of the Public Counsel) cannot provide a Proposed Procedural Schedule without the participation of the Applicant and City of Nixa.  Accordingly, Staff asks that the duty to file a Proposed Procedural Schedule in this case be removed or in the alternative, suspended.  Staff also seeks such other relief that the Commission deems just and reasonable in this case.  
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
