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PARTIAL STAFF RESPONSE TO THE KANSAS CITY POWER & LIGHT

COMPANY APPLICATION TO ESTABLISH INVESTIGATORY

DOCKET AND WORKSHOP PROCESS
Comes now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) in response to the Application To Establish Investigatory Docket And Workshop Process Regarding Kansas City Power & Light Company (Application) filed on May 6, 2004 by Kansas City Power & Light Company (KCPL) and requests that the Commission set an intervention period and schedule an early prehearing process.  In support thereof, the Staff states as follows:

 KCPL asks, among many other things in its Application, that the Commission open an investigatory docket, issue notice of its filing, set an intervention period and schedule an early prehearing conference.  Without commenting on KCPL’s Application and the various requests contained therein, the Staff requests that the Commission provide notice of KCPL’s filing, set an intervention period and schedule an early prehearing conference at which the Staff, the Office of the Public Counsel and intervenors may address KCPL’s Application.  The Staff wants to be very clear that in asking that the Commission take action on certain of the procedural items requested by KCPL, the Staff is not intending to indicate concurrence in the many other items requested by KCPL in its Application, such as KCPL’s vision of “the immediate scheduling of workshops” and “one to two workshops per week”, so that KCPL will have its “regulatory plan by midsummer” to which the Commission can then grant preapproval (“consideration and approval”).

The Commission has docketed KCPL’s filing as an “EO” case.  Given the content of KCPL’s Application, at some point, the Commission may want to redocket KCPL’s filing as an “EW” case.  

Wherefore the Staff requests that the Commission provide notice of KCPL’s filing, set an intervention period and schedule an early prehearing conference at which the Staff, the Office of the Public Counsel and intervenors may address KCPL’s Application.  
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
