ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On July 30, 2004, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE applied for permission to sell two 138kV transmission lines to Citizens Electric Cooperative.  The Commission ordered Staff to file its Recommendation no later than November 24.

On November 24, Staff filed its Recommendation.  Staff stated that it cannot make a final recommendation without the parties’ Asset Purchase Agreement.  Staff expects that agreement in early December, and asks that the Commission allow Staff 20 days after it receives the agreement to file its final recommendation.  Finally, Staff states that no party objects to Staff’s requests.

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s requests, finds them reasonable, and will grant them.  The Commission will order Staff to file a Status Report regarding the Asset Purchase Agreement.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its Status Report no later than December 29, 2004.

2. That this order shall become effective on November 29, 2004.
