NOTICE REGARDING AQUILA’S REQUEST FOR ISSUANCE OF PUBLIC NOTICE AND ESTABLISHMENT OF AN INTERVENTION DEADLINE
On February 1, 2005, Aquila, Inc., filed an application requesting the Commission’s approval of a plan whereby Aquila would be permitted to invest in a multi-company plan to build a second electric generating unit at the existing Iatan Generating Station near Weston, Missouri.  The application also indicates that Aquila will be proposing an experimental regulatory plan concerning the rates and financing impact of the proposed generating unit.  

The application provides no details about the request for permission to participate in the construction and operation of the generating unit, nor does it provide any details about the experimental regulatory plan.  Instead, Aquila plans to file additional information as a supplement to its application at a later date.  However, Aquila requests that the Commission provide public notice of the filing of its application and establish a deadline for intervention of not later than February 18.  
The Commission will not provide public notice or establish a deadline for intervention at this time.  The Commission recognizes that Aquila would like to move forward on this application as expeditiously as possible and the Commission is willing to do so.  However, at this time, there is nothing in Aquila’s application of which the public can really take notice.  Furthermore, it would be unjust to expect potential intervenors to decide whether to intervene, or risk being shut out of this case, based on the representation that Aquila will be filing more detailed information in the future.  For that reason, Aquila is notified that the Commission will not provide public notice or establish a deadline for intervention until after Aquila provides more detailed information about the relief it will be requesting from the Commission.
