ORDER GRANTING APPLICATION TO INTERVENE 

AND DIRECTING FILING
On February 9, 2005, Kansas City Power & Light Company (KCPL) filed an application with the Commission requesting authority to sell to Aquila, Inc., 1.02 miles of 161 kV transmission facilities, commonly known as the Lake Road‑Nashua Line.  This section of transmission line is located in Buchanan County, Missouri, and is currently in Aquila’s service territory.  On February 18, 2005, the Commission issued an order directing notice and setting an intervention deadline of March 5, 2005.
Aquila, Inc., filed an application to intervene on February 28, 2005.  Aquila states that its interest in the case is different from that of the general public and may be adversely impacted by a final order arising from this case.  Specifically, KCPL’s application concerns a proposed sale of transmission facilities to Aquila.  Aquila notes that its interest cannot be represented adequately by any other party to the proceeding.
Under 4 CSR 240‑2.080(15), interested parties had ten days from the filing date to object to Aquila’s motion.  No party objected.

The Commission has reviewed the application to intervene and finds that it substantially complies with Commission rules regarding intervention.  The Commission further finds that Aquila has interests in this matter different from those of the general public, and that granting intervention would serve the public interest.  The Commission concludes that it should grant the request for intervention.

The Commission will also direct its Staff to file a status report indicating the date certain upon which it anticipates filing its recommendation and memorandum in this matter.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the application of Aquila, Inc., to intervene is granted.
2. That no later than April 4, 2005, the Staff of the Commission shall file a status report as directed above.
3. That this order shall become effective on April 4, 2005.
