ORDER ESTABLISHING PROTECTIVE ORDER

On December 3, 2003, the Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE, Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS and Aquila Networks – L&P filed an application for authority to transfer certain assets from Aquila to Ameren, together with a motion to establish a protective order.  The applicants stated that information attached to the application (and to be submitted in testimony and subject to discovery) was competitive pricing information and technical financial and business information of a confidential or proprietary nature. 

The Commission will establish the standard protective order.  The issuance of a protective order in this case will allow the parties to provide highly confidential and proprietary information to the Commission and appropriate parties with the assurance that it will be treated according to the terms of the protective order.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Protective Order filed by the joint applicants on December 3, 2003, is granted, and the protective order attached to this order as Attachment A is adopted. 

2. That this order shall become effective on December 9, 2003.
