ORDER REGARDING SURREBUTTAL TESTIMONY  

AND REVISING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On July 21, 2004, Aquila, Inc., d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS, Osage Valley Electric Cooperative, and the Staff of the Commission filed a Joint Motion for Establish​ment of Procedural Schedule.  Although the proposed procedural schedule did not set a deadline for the filing of surrebuttal testimony, the parties noted that there would be adequate time for surrebuttal to be filed if necessary.  The Commission issued an order on August 5, 2004, adopting the proposed schedule with one significant change:  the Commission scheduled the hearing for September 10 instead of the September 3, the date proposed by the parties.   The Commission did not establish a deadline for the filing of surrebuttal testimony.

On August 24, 2004, Osage Valley filed a Motion for Leave to File Surrebuttal Testimony, along with company’s surrebuttal testimony.  Osage Valley indicates that an issue has arisen in direct and rebuttal testimony that the company believes can be clarified through surrebuttal testimony.  Osage Valley states that all the parties in the proceeding have been contacted, and no party opposes the filing of surrebuttal testimony.

The Commission has reviewed the Motion for Leave to File Surrebuttal Testimony and finds that it is reasonable and should be granted.  In order to accommodate this change to the procedural schedule, the Commission will extend the deadline for the filing of the List of Issues, Statements of Positions, Order of Opening Statements, Order of Witnesses, and Order of Cross-examination.  The Commission notes that the hearing will be held on September 10, 2004, as previously ordered.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Leave to File Surrebuttal Testimony is granted.

2. That the deadline for filing the List of Issues, Statements of Positions, Order of Opening Statements, Order of Witnesses, and Order of Cross-Examination, is extended from August 27, 2004, to August 31, 2004. 

3. That this order shall become effective on August 27, 2004.
