ORDER DISMISSING COMPLAINT 


On February 10, 2004, City Ventures, Inc., filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission against Laclede Gas Company.  On April 15, 2004, the Commission issued an order scheduling a prehearing conference.  The prehearing conference was convened on April 28, 2004, as scheduled.  The Staff of the Commission and Laclede entered appearances, but Complainant did not attend, nor did it seek a continuance.


On May 5, 2004, Laclede filed a motion to dismiss.  Laclede states that, because the Complainant did not attend the prehearing conference, the case may be dismissed pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.090(5).  Laclede notes that Complainant is a commercial enterprise and represented by counsel. 


Complainant did not respond to the motion to dismiss.  Pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.090, the Commission will dismiss the complaint.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the complaint filed by City Ventures, Inc., on February 10, 2004, is dismissed without prejudice. 
2. That this order shall become effective on June 4, 2004.

3. That this case may be closed on June 5, 2004.
