ORDER GRANTING APPLICATION TO INTERVENE

This order grants the application to intervene filed by the State of Missouri.

On April 30, 2003, Aquila, Inc., filed an application to assign, transfer, mortgage or encumber some of its Missouri assets.  On June 25, the State of Missouri filed an application to intervene.

The State alleges that it is a major consumer of electric services, and that it must pay for these services from public funds.  As such, the State contends it is in a unique position of representing interests that no other party can adequately represent, and that its interests are different from those of the general public. 

On June 26, the Commission ordered parties that object to the State’s request to file a pleading by 12:00 p.m. on June 30.  No parties objected. 

The Commission has reviewed the application to intervene and finds that it substantially complies with Commission rules regarding intervention.  The Commission further finds that the State has interests in this matter different from those of the general public, and that granting intervention would serve the public interest.  The Commission concludes that the application should be granted. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Application to Intervene filed by the State of Missouri is granted. 

2. That this order shall become effective on July 10, 2003.
