Staff Recommendation and Motion to Cancel 

Prehearing Conference and Procedural Schedule Filing


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and states:


1.
On September 18, 2002, Integrated Telecommunication Services, LLC (Applicant) filed an application with the Commission for a certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications services.  On November 14, 2002, the Staff filed its recommendation concluding that the Applicant failed to meet the Staff’s financial standard under Section 392.455 RSMo 2000.  The Commission scheduled a prehearing conference for January 7, 2003 and ordered the parties to jointly prepare and file a proposed procedural schedule no later than January 15, 2003.

2.
 On December 23, 2002, the Applicant filed additional financial information.  The Staff’s Financial Analysis Department reviewed the additional financial information and concluded that the Applicant now meets the Staff’s financial standard.  In the attached Memorandum, which is labeled Appendix A, the Staff recommends that the Commission grant Applicant a certificate to provide basic local telecommunications service with the conditions in the attached Memorandum.  The Commission shall grant an application for a certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications service upon a finding that the grant of authority is in the public interest (see sections 392.430 and 392.440, RSMo 2000) and that the applicant has complied with the requirements of sections 392.450 and 392.455 RSMo 2000.  

3.
Staff also recommends that the Commission classify the Applicant and its services as competitive.  The Commission may classify a telecommunications provider or its services as competitive if the Commission determines it is subject to sufficient competition to justify a lesser degree of regulation.  (See section 392.361 RSMo 2000).  All the services a competitive company provides must be classified as competitive.  (See section 392.361.3 RSMo 2000).

4.
Staff further recommends that the Commission approve the waivers listed on the first page of the Notice of Applications.  The Commission may waive the application of its rules and certain statutes if the Commission determines that waiver is consistent with the purposes of Chapter 392 RSMo.  (See sections 392.361.3 and 392.420 RSMo 2000 and section 392.185 RSMo 2000).

5.
Since there is no disputed issue between the Staff and the Applicant, the Staff requests that the Commission cancel the prehearing conference scheduled for January 7, 2003 and the proposed procedural schedule filing for January 15, 2003.  On January 6, 2003 the Applicant advised the Staff that it has no objections to this request.

WHEREFORE, Staff recommends that the Commission grant Integrated Telecommunication Services, LLC, a certificate to provide basic local telecommunications services, grant Applicant competitive classification, and approve the waivers listed in the Notice of Applications.
