ORDER DIRECTING NOTICE
On February 9, 2005, Kansas City Power & Light Company (KCPL) filed an application with the Commission requesting authority to sell to Aquila, Inc., 1.02 miles of 161 kV transmission facilities, commonly known as the Lake Road‑Nashua Line.  This section of transmission line is located in Buchanan County, Missouri, and is currently in Aquila’s service territory.  The application indicates that Aquila intends to add a substation to this section of transmission line.  Therefore, if this line is not sold to Aquila, installation of metering in and out of the existing Lake Road substation would be required.
Proper parties should be given notice and an opportunity to intervene.  The Data Center of the Commission is directed to send a copy of this order to the County Commis​sion of Buchanan County.  The Information Officer of the Commission is directed to send notice of this application to the members of the General Assembly who represent Buchanan County, and to the newspapers that serve Buchanan County as listed in the newspaper directory of the current Official Manual of the State of Missouri.

Proper persons wishing to intervene must file an application to intervene with the Secretary of the Missouri Public Service Commission.  Copies of the application to intervene must also be sent to the parties listed below.

The requirement of a hearing has been met when those wishing to be heard are offered an opportunity to be heard.  If no proper party is granted intervention, and neither the Commission’s Staff, nor the Office of the Public Counsel, request a hearing, the Commission may determine that a hearing is not necessary and that KCPL may submit its evidence in support of the application by verified statement.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Information Office and the Data Center of the Missouri Public Service Commission are directed to provide notice as indicated in this order.
2. That any interested person wishing to intervene must file an application to intervene, on or before March 3, 2005, with:
