ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR EXTENSION OF TIME 

TO FILE STAFF MEMORANDUM

On February 5, 2004, Joe D. Carter filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an Application for Change of Electric Service Provider from White River Valley Electric Co‑op to the City of Nixa Electric.  Thereafter, the Commission directed the Staff of the Commission to file a memorandum advising either approval or rejection of the application.  On March 22, 2004, Applicant filed a letter requesting that the Commission delay taking action on this case until his property is annexed to the City of Nixa.  And on March 24, Staff filed a motion for extension of time, until April 16, 2004, to file its memorandum.  Staff informs the Commission that the Office of the Public Counsel and White River Valley Electric Cooperative do not object to Staff’s motion.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) requires that responsive pleadings be filed within ten days.  No party has filed a pleading opposing Joe Carter’s letter or Staff’s motion.  The Commission finds that the requests are reasonable and will grant Applicant’s request and Staff’s motion.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the request, filed by Joe D. Carter, to delay taking action on this matter is granted.

2. That the Staff of the Commission’s motion for extension of time, until April 16, 2004, to file its memorandum is granted.
