ORDER DIRECTING FILING
On February 16, 2005, The Empire District Electric Company and White River Valley Electric Cooperative filed a Joint Motion for Approval of First Addendum.  The parties ask that the Commission find that the proposed Addendum to their Second Territorial Agreement is not detrimental to the public interest and to approve the addendum.
On March 21, Empire and White River filed their Joint Response to the Commission’s Order and Notice.  In that response, Empire and White River stated that no parties object to the Addendum, and that no parties want a hearing.  
Furthermore, Empire and White River referred to Paragraph 5C of their Second Territorial Agreement.  That paragraph states that the Staff of the Commission and the Office of the Public Counsel have 45 days to object to the Addendum.  That paragraph further states that if they do not object, then Staff shall file a recommendation no later than the 50th day after the Addendum is filed.
Empire and White River claim that neither Staff nor OPC will object to the Addendum.  Therefore, the Commission will order its Staff to file the recommendation described in Paragraph 5C of the Second Territorial Agreement. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its recommendation no later than April 7, 2005.
2. That this order shall become effective on March 24, 2005.
