ORDER DIRECTING AmerenUE TO RESPOND  

On January 23, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a recommendation urging the Commission to approve a financing application filed by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE.  Staff, however, recommended that the Commission impose several conditions on its approval, including a requirement that AmerenUE file future finance applications at least 120 days before its desired order date and that the company notify Staff as soon as it begins serious consideration of a transaction that would require Commission approval. 

The Commission intends to act on AmerenUE’s application at its January 29 agenda meeting.  However, the Commission would like to learn of AmerenUE’s response to Staff’s proposed conditions before it acts.  Therefore, AmerenUE will be directed to respond to Staff’s proposed conditions no later than 1:00 p.m. on January 28.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That if Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE wishes to respond to the conditions that the Staff of the Commission recommends be imposed on the Commission’s approval of AmerenUE’s financing proposal, it shall file its response no later than 1:00 p.m. on January 28, 2004.

That this order shall become effective on January 26, 2004.
