CONCURRING OPINION OF COMMISSIONER CONNIE MURRAY
I write separately to indicate that, while I agree that the proposed sale is not detrimental to the public interest, I believe that the transaction is not within the jurisdiction of this Commission.  Since the majority has chosen to proceed as if it has jurisdiction, however, I concur in the approval of the sale.

The Commission Staff determined that the property being sold is not allocated for the provision of service to Missouri customers and that Missouri customers have not provided revenue in support of the property.  Nor have Missouri customers been charged any of the costs of the service center.  Further, the Commission’s Auditing Department determined that no costs of the transaction will be allocated to Missouri jurisdictional operations.

The property is located in the state of Kansas and provides service to Kansas City Power & Light’s Kansas customers.  The occasional use of 


personnel to assist across state lines in response to emergencies and storms should not confer jurisdiction.  It would be appropriate to find that the Commission’s approval is not necessary.
