ORDER AND NOTICE

On November 2, 2004, Gascosage Electric Cooperative and Three Rivers Electric Cooperative filed a Joint Application requesting that the Commission find that the proposed Territorial Agreement is not detrimental to the public interest and approve the Territorial Agreement.  

Applicants have mutually agreed to displace competition between themselves as allowed by law and have set out the terms of their agreement in a document entitled “Territorial Agreement,” which is attached to the application and marked as Exhibit 1.  The Agreement contains maps and legal descriptions, which, according to the application, represent the boundaries of each of the Applicants' respective service areas.  Other municipal electric supply systems and investor-owned electric utilities operate within the area covered by the Agreement.  The Application includes a notice that the Applicants have offered to provide to those companies.

As noted in the Joint Application, the Commission must rule on the Joint Application within 120 days of November 2, 2004 (March 2, 2005), unless otherwise ordered by the Commission for good cause shown.  The Commission has determined that the information officer of the Commission will make notice of this application available to the newspapers and other media serving Camden, Cole, Franklin, Gasconade, Maries, Miller, Moniteau, Osage, Phelps, and Pulaski Counties, Missouri, and to all members of the Missouri General Assembly representing those counties.  Further, the Data Center of the Commission shall serve a copy of this order on the County Commissioners of Camden, Cole, Franklin, Gasconade, Maries, Miller, Moniteau, Osage, Phelps, and Pulaski Counties.  The Commission will further order the Applicants to provide notice to the other rural electric cooperatives and electric companies serving those counties.

Proper persons wishing to intervene shall have 20 days from the date of this order to file an application to intervene with the Secretary of the Commission and shall send a copy of the application to intervene to all parties as directed below.

The Applicants, Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, and the Office of the Public Counsel shall file a proposed procedural schedule including a date for evidentiary hearing as ordered below.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Data Center shall send a copy of this order to the County Commissions of Camden, Cole, Franklin, Gasconade, Maries, Miller, Moniteau, Osage, Phelps, and Pulaski Counties, Missouri.

2. That the Information Officer of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall send notice to the members of the General Assembly representing the Applicants' service areas and to the newspapers and other media that serve Applicants' service areas.

3. That Gascosage Electric Cooperative and Three Rivers Electric Cooperative shall ensure that the following companies receive a notice the same as or substantially similar to Exhibit 6 in their Joint Application, no later than November 18, 2004:  Intercounty Electric Cooperative, Laclede Electric Cooperative, CO-MO Electric Cooperative, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE, and the cities of Hermann, Newburg, Owensville, Richland, Rolla, St. James, and Waynesville, Missouri.

4. That any interested person wishing to intervene in this case shall file an application to intervene on or November 29, 2004, with:
