ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION 

Syllabus:  This order grants the Verified Application to Intervene filed by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE.  

Procedural History

On November 2, 2004, Gascoage Electric Cooperative and Three Rivers Electric Cooperative submitted a Territorial Agreement, and asked the Commission to approve it.    On November 8, the Commission issued a Notice of Applications.  That notice gave potential intervenors until November 29 to ask to intervene.

On November 24, AmerenUE asked to intervene.  AmerenUE opposes the application because it claims the agreement might allow Three Rivers to serve in AmerenUE’s exclusive service area.  

On December 3, Gascosage and Three Rivers objected.  They stated that territorial agreements cannot affect non-parties.  Also, they claimed that AmerenUE’s fear of having to possibly compete against Three Rivers is not relevant to whether the agreement is in the public interest.

On December 3, Staff responded.  Staff stated that AmerenUE has met the Commission’s criteria for intervention, and recommends that the Commission allow AmerenUE to intervene.

Discussion

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.075 permits parties to intervene.  The Commission may allow AmerenUE to intervene if it has an interest in the case different from that of the general public and if granting the proposed intervention would serve the public interest.  

The Commission finds AmerenUE has an interest in the case different from that of the general public, and that granting the proposed intervention would serve the public interest.  The Commission will, therefore, grant AmerenUE’s Application.    

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Verified Application to Intervene by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE is granted. 

That this order shall become effective on December 19, 2004.
