ORDER ESTABLISHING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

The parties noted, and the Commission agrees, that a schedule for additional procedural events and a response from Southern Union will not be necessary if the parties file a stipulation. This procedural schedule appears reasonable and the Commission will adopt it.

On August 13, 2003, Southern Union filed a motion to establish a protective order.  Southern Union stated that information likely to be sought in discovery will be related to confidential business plans. Southern Union’s request complies with 4 CSR 240-2.085 and the Commission will grant it.  The issuance of a protective order in this case will allow the parties to provide highly confidential and proprietary information to the Commission and appropriate parties with the assurance that it will be treated according to the terms of the protective order.
