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Staff Response to Order Directing Filing



COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, and in response to the Commission’s Order Directing Filing, states:

1.
Since the Application in this matter was filed, Staff has been in communication with Kansas City Power & Light Company.  Staff informed Kansas City Power & Light Company that without making certain amendments to its application, Staff would not be able to file a positive recommendation.  Kansas City Power & Light Company has committed to amend its application, but has not yet done so.  Staff and Kansas City Power & Light Company have scheduled a meeting for Friday, March 19, 2004, after which Kansas City Power & Light Company has indicated it plans to make its amended filing.

2.
Staff will be able to file a Recommendation in this matter no later than thirty days after Kansas City Power & Light Company makes the filing that it has committed to make, presuming that that filing does not lead to an additional need on the part of Staff to conduct further discovery.  If that filing does lead to a need for additional discovery, Staff will be able to file its Recommendation after that discovery has been completed.  As certifications regarding discovery queries and responses are not filed in the Commission’s file, Staff will commit to informing the Commission, first, if discovery is to take place, and second, when discovery is completed, so the Commission may know when to expect the Staff’s recommendation.

WHEREFORE, the Staff states that (1) if Kansas City Power & Light Company files its amended application, Staff will be able to file its recommendation no later than thirty days after that filing, unless additional discovery is necessary.  (2) If Kansas City Power & Light Company files its amended application and additional discovery is necessary, Staff will be able to file its recommendation no later than thirty days after the discovery process concludes, and that it will inform the Commission if the discovery process will take place and when it is concluded.  (3) If Kansas City Power & Light Company does not file an amended application, Staff will be able to file its recommendation by no later than March 26, 2004.    
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
