ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION

On July 25, 2003, the Sedalia Industrial Energy Users’ Association filed an application to intervene.  On July 29, the Staff of the Commission, in response to a Commission order, filed a pleading in which it stated that it expected Aquila Networks, Inc. d/b/a Aquila Networks – MPS to file new tariff language.  Since the proposed tariffs at issue in this case have been suspended, the only way Aquila can file new tariffs would be to withdraw the suspended tariffs.  Once the tariffs are withdrawn, this case would be closed, and the application to intervene would be moot.

Nonetheless, a month has passed since Staff’s filing, Aquila has not withdrawn the tariffs, and the application to intervene is still pending.  The application complies with the Commission’s rule governing intervention (4 CSR 240-2.075) and will be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the application to intervene of the Sedalia Industrial Energy Users’ Association is granted.
