ORDER ESTABLISHING PROTECTIVE ORDER

AND DIRECTING FILING

On April 7, 2004, the Kansas City Power & Light Company (KCPL) filed an application for authority to guarantee certain previously issued and outstanding bonds, and for authority to add an auction rate interest rate mode.

On May 10, 2004, KCPL filed a motion to establish a protective order.  KCPL stated that information to be provided to the Staff of the Commission and possibly included in testimony may be of a confidential or proprietary nature. 

The Commission will establish the standard protective order.  The issuance of a protective order in this case will allow the parties to provide highly confidential and proprietary information to the Commission and appropriate parties with the assurance that it will be treated according to the terms of the protective order.  

The Commission will also direct the Staff to file a pleading stating when it anticipates filing its recommendation in this case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Protective Order filed by the Kansas City Power & Light Company on May 10, 2004, is granted, and the protective order attached to this order as Attachment A is adopted. 

2. That, no later than May 26, 2004, the Staff of the Commission shall file a pleading stating when it anticipates filing its recommendation in this case.

3. That this order shall become effective on May 18, 2004.
