ORDER APPROVING TARIFFS

In Case No. CT-2004-0497, the Commission suspended a tariff filing made by McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc. because the Commission had questions about McLeod’s proposed Account Handling Charge.  McLeod withdrew the tariffs in that case, and the case was subsequently closed.  On April 29, 2004, in this case, McLeod filed tariff sheets like the ones in Case No. CT-2004-0497, except that the tariff sheets at issue in this case do not contain the proposed Account Handling Charge.  Along with its proposed tariff sheets, McLeod filed a motion for expedited treatment. 

On May 11, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a pleading in which it recommended that the Commission approve McLeod’s tariff sheets at the Commission’s earliest convenience.  Staff states:

McLeod’s proposal to institute wholesale service offering charges would permit McLeod to charge other local exchange carriers certain service order processing charges. 

…

McLeod’s tariff proposal does not directly affect end user customers. Rather, the filing is intended to apply to McLeod’s competitors who impose similar wholesale charges on McLeod.

The Commission has reviewed the proposed tariff, the motion for expedited treatment, and the Staff recommendation, and will approve the tariff.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the following tariff sheets submitted on April 29, 2004, by McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc., and assigned Tariff No. YC-2004-1333, are approved for service on and after May 13, 2004:
