ORDER ADOPTING PROTECTIVE ORDER AND DIRECTING NOTICE

On August 19, 2004, AquaSource/RU Incorporated d/b/a Aqua Missouri, Inc. and LTA Water Company filed a motion for a protective order, along with an application for approval of Aqua Missouri’s acquisition of LTA. The request complies with the Commission’s rules regarding protective orders, and the Commission will establish the standard protective order.  The issuance of a protective order in this case will allow the parties to provide highly confidential and proprietary information to the Commission and appropriate parties with the assurance that it will be treated according to the terms of the protective order.  

The joint applicants seek Commission approval of Aqua Missouri’s acquisition of LTA.  LTA’s customers should be provided notice of the proposed transaction.  The Commission will order LTA to provide notice, and also to provide the Staff of the Commission the opportunity to comment on the proposed notice.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Protective Order filed by AquaSource/RU Incorporated d/b/a Aqua Missouri, Inc. and LTA Water Company is granted, and the protective order attached to this order as Attachment A is adopted. 

2. That LTA Water Company shall provide notice to each of its customers of the proposed transaction.

3. That LTA Water Company shall seek input from the Staff of the Commission on the form of the notice ordered in the preceding paragraph. 

4. That LTA Water Company shall file a pleading in this case informing the Commission that it has provided notice to its customers.

5. That this order shall become effective on September 23, 2004.
