AMERENUE’S RESPONSE TO RECOMMENDATION OF 

ELECTRIC METER VARIANCE COMMITTEE 


COMES NOW Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (AmerenUE) and for its request for a full hearing on its Application, states as follows:  
1. 
AmerenUE filed its Application for Variance on June 27, 2006 and its First Amended Application for Variance on July 28, 2006.

2.
On August 29, 2006, the Electric Meter Variance Committee (Variance Committee) filed its Recommendation.  The Variance Committee’s recommendation was to not approve the variance request.  
3.
On the same date, the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) ordered AmerenUE to respond to the Variance Committee’s recommendation no later than September 8, 2006.  This was ordered in accordance with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-20.050(5)(C)(2), which allows an applicant for a variance ten days from the date of the Variance Committee’s recommendation to either accede to the recommendation or to request a formal hearing before the Commission.

On September 6, 2006, Spectrum Acquisition Partners, LLC (Spectrum) filed an Application to Intervene and Motion for Reconsideration.  
5.
AmerenUE believes it appropriate for the Commission to grant the intervention request of Spectrum, as this variance request was filed on its behalf and Spectrum is the party most directly impacted by a Commission order on this request. 

6.
Further, AmerenUE joins in Spectrum’s request that they be given an opportunity to provide the Variance Committee additional information.  It is AmerenUE’s belief that this additional information may result in the Variance Committee recommending approval of the requested variance.

Finally, in accordance with the requirements of the Commission’s order of August 29, 2006 and with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-20.050(5)(C)(2), AmerenUE formally requests a hearing on this variance request.  It is the desire of AmerenUE to resolve this matter in a timely manner, either through the process of providing additional information to the Variance Committee or through a full hearing on this request. 

WHEREFORE, for the above stated reasons, AmerenUE respectfully requests the Commission to approve the intervention of Spectrum Acquisition Partners, LLC and that a hearing on this variance request be ordered.
