ORDER APPROVING INTERIM RATES 


On March 17, 2005, Atmos Energy Corporation filed tariff sheets to reflect changes in its Purchased Gas Adjustment (PGA) factors for the upcoming summer season, for the Company’s Area U – Bowling Green and Hannibal/Canton Districts, its Area P – Palmyra District, and its Area U – Neelyville District.

These changes will decrease the PGA rates for each district:  Bowling Green and Hannibal/Canton by 3.18%, Palmyra by 3.84%, and Neelyville by 8.60%. 


On March 24, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its Memorandum and Recommendation in this case.  Staff noted that, because Atmos’ PGA clause allows for PGA change filings to take effect on ten days’ notice, good cause has been shown pursuant to Section 393.140 (11), RSMo 2000, to permit the tariff to become effective on less than thirty days’ notice.  Staff also recommended that the rates be approved as interim, subject to refund.  

The Commission has reviewed the proposed tariff sheet and Staff’s Memoranda and Recommendation.  The Commission finds that the tariff sheets conform to the Atmos’ Commission-approved PGA Clause and is therefore reasonable.  After considering Staff's recommendation, and for good cause shown pursuant to Section 393.140(11), RSMo 2000, the Commission concludes that the proposed tariff sheets should be approved to become effective on and after the requested effective date of April 1, 2005, on an interim basis, subject to refund. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the proposed tariff sheets (Tariff File No. YG-2005-0729)  filed on March 17, 2005, by Atmos Energy Corporation are approved on an interim basis, subject to refund, for service rendered on and after April 1, 2005.  The tariff sheets approved are:
