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Staff Recommendation to Approve Tariff Sheet


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and for its recommendation to approve tariff sheet states:

1.
By order issued May 1, 2003, and made effective May 5, 2003, the Public Service Commission of the State of Missouri (Commission) granted Restoration St. Louis, Inc., New Lindell Towers, LLC, and Union Electric Company, doing business as AmerenUE, a variance from AmerenUE’s tariff, specifically Missouri P.S.C. No. 5, 6th Revised Sheet 1444, effective March 17, 2003, with respect to East Lindell Towers Place and West Lindell Towers Place projects, located at 3733 and 3745 Lindell Boulevard, St. Louis, Missouri and determined that Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-20.050 does not apply to either project because their footings were poured before June 1, 1981.  The Commission ordered Union Electric Company to file within thirty days of the date of the Commission’s order amended tariff sheets to include the variance granted by the order.

Union Electric Company failed to file amended tariff sheets adding the variance granted by the order within thirty days; therefore, the Commission issued an order on June 13, 2003, directing Union Electric Company to “by 4:00 p.m. on June 27, 2003, file proposed amended or revised tariff sheets as directed in the Commission's Order of May 1, 2003” and “by 4:00 p.m. on June 27, 2003, file as a pleading in this case its explanation for its failure to timely comply with the Commission's Order of May 1, 2003.”  Union Electric Company filed its explanation on June 23, 2003, and a tariff sheet on June 24, 2003, adding to the list of variances granted, the variance granted by the Commission in this case.  The tariff sheet bears an effective date of July 24, 2003.

In the attached Memorandum, which is labeled Appendix A, the Staff recommends that the Missouri Public Service Commission issue an Order approving the proposed tariff sheet, as filed on June 24, 2003, to become effective on July 24, 2003, the requested effective date, to wit:
