ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION

Syllabus:  This order grants the intervention of St. Catherine Retirement Community, LLC, and DeSmet Retirement Community, LLC.

On December 22, 2003, Union Electric Company filed a request for a variance of the individual metering requirement of Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-20.050 for the Brentmoor at Oaktree, 363 Jungermann Road, St. Peters, Missouri.  On January 20, 2004, the Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its recommendation that the variance be denied.  The St. Catherine Retirement Community and the DeSmet Retirement Community filed an application to intervene.  St. Catherine and DeSmet are the owners of the property and landlords of the senior adult residential community that is the subject of the variance request.

St. Catherine and DeSmet state that they have an interest which is different from that of the general public and which may be adversely affected by a decision of the Commission in this matter.  St. Catherine and DeSmet support the request for a variance and request reconsideration by the Variance Committee or a hearing.  

The Commission has discretion to permit an applicant to intervene if the applicant “shows that it has an interest which is different from that of the general public and which may be adversely affected by a final order arising from the case or that granting the intervention would serve the public interest.”
  

The Commission finds that St. Catherine and DeSmet have an interest that is different from that of the general public, and that such interest may be adversely affected by a final order in this case.  The Commission will grant the application to intervene.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the St. Catherine Retirement Community, LLC, and DeSmet Retirement Community, LLC, are granted intervention in this case.

2. That this order shall become effective on March 5, 2004.
