ORDER DISMISSING PARTIES, CORRECTING SERVICE LIST,

AND GRANTING WAIVER 

On May 7, 2003, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed a pleading noting several changes that should be made to the list of parties.  First, the following associations and other organizations that do not supply utility services were inadvertently listed as utility companies and should be removed from the list of parties:  Associated Natural Gas Company; Ozark Natural Gas Company, Inc.; MIRMA; the Missouri Public Utility Alliance (also listed as MPUA); the Missouri Joint Municipal Electric Utility Commission; MO PERM; the Trenton Fire Department; and the Association of Missouri Electric Cooperatives.  Second, the City of Monroe City and St. Roberts Electric Utility were listed twice.  Third, Scott‑New Madrid‑Mississippi Electric Cooperative should be listed as SEMO Electric Cooperative.

Staff also requests that it not be required to serve all parties to the case.  Staff states that given the type of case and the number of utilities involved, it would be burdensome to do so and would have little or no benefit for the time and cost involved.

The Commission has reviewed Staff’s pleading and finds that the following entities should be dismissed as parties to this case:  Associated Natural Gas Company; Ozark Natural Gas Company, Inc.; MIRMA; the Missouri Public Utility Alliance (also listed as MPUA); the Missouri Joint Municipal Electric Utility Commission; MO PERM; the Trenton Fire Department; and the Association of Missouri Electric Cooperatives.  The Commission will also direct the Data Center to correct the service list so that there is only one entry for the City of Monroe City and one entry for St. Roberts Electric Utility.  In addition, the Data Center shall replace the entry for Scott-New Madrid-Mississippi Electric Cooperative with SEMO Electric Cooperative.

The Commission also finds that Staff’s request to limit service should be granted with certain restrictions.  By order issued April 17, 2003, the Commission made hundreds of entities parties to this case in order to facilitate the Commission’s efforts to receive those entities’ completed Emergency Preparedness Surveys.  That order included a provision allowing limited service by all parties except for Staff and the Office of the Public Counsel.   The Commission finds that, based upon the particular circumstances of this case, it is reasonable to allow Staff to serve only Public Counsel with copies of its filings if those filings are simply reports or status updates.  Public Counsel may likewise limit its service to providing only Staff with a copy of any filing it makes in response to a Staff report or status update.  However, the Commission anticipates that in the future it will be necessary to reinstate the requirement that Staff and Public Counsel serve all parties.  The Commission will also remind all interested parties that copies of case filings or Commission orders may be obtained by contacting the Commission’s Data Center at (573) 751‑7496, or by accessing the Commission’s web site at www.psc.state.mo.us.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Associated Natural Gas Company is dismissed as a party to this case.

2. That Ozark Natural Gas Company, Inc., is dismissed as a party to this case.

3. That MIRMA is dismissed as a party to this case.

4. That the Missouri Public Utility Alliance, which is also listed as MPUA, is dismissed as a party to this case.

5. That the Missouri Joint Municipal Electric Utility Commission is dismissed as a party to this case.

6. That MO PERM is dismissed as a party to this case.

7. That the Trenton Fire Department is dismissed as a party to this case.

8. That the Association of Missouri Electric Cooperatives is dismissed as a party to this case.

9. That the Missouri Public Utility Alliance (MPUA) is dismissed as a party to this case.

10. That the Data Center of the Commission shall amend the service list so that the City of Monroe City is listed only once.

11. That the Data Center of the Commission shall amend the service list so that St. Roberts Electric Utility is listed only once.

12. That the Data Center of the Commission shall amend the service list by replacing the entry for Scott‑New Madrid‑Mississippi Electric Cooperative with SEMO Electric Cooperative.

13. That the Staff of the Commission may provide limited service of its filings as directed above, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.

14. That the Office of the Public Counsel may provide limited service of its filings as directed above, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.

15. That this order shall become effective on June 17, 2003.
