PUBLIC COUNSEL’S RESPONSE TO 

POST-PRESENTATION SUBMITTAL


COMES NOW the Office of the Public Counsel (Public Counsel) and for its Response to Post-Presentation Submittal states as follows:


1.
On November 19, 2003, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (Company) filed “Post-Presentation Submittal on Behalf of AmerenUE”.  Attached to that pleading were revised letters that Company suggests that the Public Service Commission (Commission) submit to the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission (FERC) and the Illinois Commerce Commission (ICC), “Exhibit 1” and “Exhibit 2”, respectfully.


One proposed sentence that appears in both Exhibit 1 and Exhibit 2 of Company’s pleading merits a response:

The parties to the pending AmerenUE case have advised us that prompt action on your part to ensure that Illinois Power in fact becomes a Midwest ISO participant is the most effective and expeditious way to satisfactorily address these reliability issues, and thus is the most effective and expeditious way to allow their settlement discussions to reach a conclusion.

This proposed sentence is not accurate in that it does not convey the position and recommendation of the Office of the Public Counsel.  This sentence would suggest that all of the parties to Case No. EO-2003-0271 believe that the FERC should require that Illinois Power become a Midwest ISO participant under any possible circumstance.


Public Counsel shares concerns about the possibility that Ameren may ultimately wind up in an RTO that is different than the RTO with which Illinois Power is participating.  However, it would be overstating these concerns to convey to the FERC that all parties believe that ensuring that Illinois Power becomes a Midwest ISO participant under any circumstances is necessarily the most effective and expeditiously way to satisfy these concerns.
