ORDER CANCELING REQUIREMENT OF

FILING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE 

On June 12, 2002, the Commission ordered the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule.  Empire District Electric Company responded to the order on July 11, 2002 by stating it did not believe the schedule was necessary.  Empire asserted the hearing would be uncontested, and that prefiled testimony would not benefit the Commission.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240.2-080(15) allows parties ten days to respond to pleadings.  No party responded to Empire’s July 11, 2002 pleading within ten days.  The Commission, therefore, considers Empire’s motion to be unopposed, to be reasonable, and therefore grants it.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the portion of the Commission’s June 12, 2002 Order and Notice requiring the Applicants, Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and Office of the Public Counsel to file a proposed procedural schedule by July 15, 2002 is canceled.

2. That the remainder of the Commission’s June 12, 2002 Order and Notice remains in effect.

3. That this Order shall become effective on August 2, 2002.
