FILING OF UNANIMOUS STIPULATION & AGREEMENT

Comes now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (Staff) and files with the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) the accompanying Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement resolving all outstanding matters among the Staff, the Office of the Public Counsel (Public Counsel) and Kansas City Power & Light Company (KCPL) in this proceeding.  In support of the Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement, the Staff states as follows:

The Staff believes that the concerns that it raised in its August 14, 2004 Staff Recommendation have been adequately addressed by the terms of the Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement.  Given the transparency of these matters and their limited scope, the Staff does not intend to submit any further explanation of its joining in the Stipulation And Agreement filed herewith, unless otherwise directed by the Commission.

Counsel for KCPL and Public Counsel have authorized the undersigned counsel to submit electronic signatures for them on the Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement.

On December 8, 2004, the Commission issued an Order Directing Status Report, ordering KCPL to file a status report by no later than December 15, 2004.  It is the Staff’s understanding that the filing this date, of the Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement, obviates the need for KCPL to file a status report.

The Staff recommends that the Commission’s Order Accepting The Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement state that nothing therein should be considered a finding by the Commission of the value for ratemaking purposes of the properties, transactions and expenditures involved, and the Commission reserves the right to consider any ratemaking treatment to be afforded the properties, transactions and expenditures involved in a later proceeding.

Finally, the undersigned Staff counsel apologizes for his delay in filing the Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement.

Wherefore, the Staff files the accompanying Unanimous Stipulation And Agreement resolving all outstanding matters among the Staff, the Office of the Public Counsel and Kansas City Power & Light Company in this proceeding.
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
