ORDER DENYING MOTION FOR REHEARING

Syllabus:  This order denies the application for rehearing or reconsideration filed by Concerned Citizens of Family Farms and Heritage.

On August 21, 2003, the Commission issued its Report and Order granting the application of Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE, for approval to construct, operate, own, and maintain a 345-kilovolt transmission line outside its certificated service area.  The Commission also attached certain conditions to the certificate.  On August 29, 2003, the Concerned Citizens filed an application for rehearing or reconsideration.  On September 8, 2003, AmerenUE filed its response in opposition to the application for rehearing or reconsideration.

The Commission shall grant an application for rehearing or reconsideration if “in its judgment sufficient reason therefor be made to appear.”
  The arguments regarding rehearing and reconsideration presented by Concerned Citizens simply restate the arguments that were previously presented to and rejected by the Commission.  Concerned Citizens has failed to establish sufficient reason to grant its application for rehearing or reconsideration and the Commission, therefore, must deny the application. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Concerned Citizens of Family Farms and Heritage’s Application for Rehearing or Reconsideration of Report and Order, issued August 21, 2003, is denied.

That this order shall become effective on September 25, 2003.
