ORDER DIRECTING RESPONSE TO REQUEST

FOR EXPEDITED TREATMENT

On May 30, 2003, Kansas City Power & Light Company filed an application seeking a determination by the Commission regarding the pending sale of property at KCPL’s Johnson County Service Center to the City of Overland Park, Kansas.  KCPL requested that the Commission (1) determine whether the Commission’s approval is necessary, and if so, (2) approve the sale of the property to Overland Park.  The application included a motion for expedited treatment, requesting approval by July 1, 2003.

The Staff of the Commission filed its recommendation and memorandum on June 19, 2003.  The Commission finds that it would be aided in its review if KCPL would file a supplemental pleading responding to Staff’s recommendation and addressing certain issues.   In its pleading, the company should provide detailed information regarding how often, and to what extent, crews from the Johnson County Service Center are dispatched to respond to emergencies and storms affecting the company’s Missouri customers.  KCPL should also thoroughly address whether the Commission has jurisdiction over the proposed transaction.  In order to address this matter expeditiously, the Commission will shorten the time period for KCPL to file this response.  The Commission will also shorten the time period in which the Office of the Public Counsel may file a response. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Kansas City Power & Light Company shall file, no later than June 23, 2003, a supplemental pleading as directed above.

2. That no later than June 23, 2003, the Office of the Public Counsel may file a response to Staff’s recommendation and memorandum.

3. That no later than June 24, 2003, any party may file a reply to Kansas City Power & Light Company’s supplemental pleading.

4. That this order shall become effective on June 23, 2003.
