MOTION FOR LEAVE TO FILE AFFIDAVIT OF MICHAEL S. PROCTOR

IN RESPONSE TO AMERENUE EXHIBIT NOS. 71, 72 AND 73


Comes now the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.130(8), and submits for filing, marking as an exhibit and receiving into evidence the Affidavit of Michael S. Proctor in response to AmerenUE Exhibit Nos. 71, 72 and 73.  In support thereof, the Staff states as follows:

On April 7, 2004, AmerenUE had certain documents marked as AmerenUE Exhibit Nos. 71, 72 and 73, which comprise or relate to AmerenUE’s calculation of the effect on AmerenUE’s Missouri retail transmission revenue requirement of the proposed Metro East transfer, assuming the Commission authorizes the transfer as proposed by AmerenUE.  These exhibits were received into evidence on April 8, 2004.  On both days the Regulatory Law Judge indicated that the Staff would be afforded an opportunity to respond to these exhibits.  Furthermore, 4 CSR 240-2.130(8) states, in part, that “[a] party shall not be precluded from having a reasonable opportunity to address matters not previously disclosed which arise at the hearing.”  The Staff indicated that it would submit a response to these exhibits once the Staff had an opportunity to review the exhibits and workpapers.

The Staff had hoped to be able to submit its response at an earlier date, but the press of other Commission business has prevented the Staff from making this filing any earlier than this date.

Wherefore the Staff requests leave to file the Affidavit of Michael S. Proctor addressing AmerenUE’s Exhibit Nos. 71, 72 and 73, and further requests that the Affidavit of Michael S. Proctor be marked as an exhibit and received into evidence, pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.130(8).
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
