SECOND ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

2. That the Electric Meter Variance Committee of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its second recommendation no later than March 30, 2004.

3. That any request for hearing or response to the Electric Meter Variance Committee’s recommendation shall be filed no later than April 9, 2004.

That this order shall become effective on March 23, 2004.
