ORDER SEVERING AND CLOSING CASE NO. EC-2002-1025

On April 15, 2002, the Staff of the Commission filed a complaint case against Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE, alleging that the operating results of AmerenUE have been manipulated to reduce amounts to be shared with customers for the third year of the second experimental alternative regulation plan.  On May 28, 2002, the Commission issued an order consolidating Case Nos. EM‑96‑149, EC‑2002‑1025 and EC‑2002‑1059.  However, on July 25, 2002, the Commission issued a Report and Order in Case No. EC‑2002‑1 approving a stipulation and agreement that purports to resolve the issues in Case No. EC‑2002‑1025.

On September 12, 2002, the Staff of the Commission filed a Motion to Dismiss Staff Complaint Respecting the Third Year of the Second UE Experimental Regulation Plan and Close the Case.  Staff notes that UE has advised Staff that credits for the third sharing period of the second experimental alternative regulation plan will appear on customers’ bills in September 2002.  Consequently, Staff requests that the Commission dismiss the complaint case, EC‑2002‑1025, and then close the case.  Staff notes that Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.116(1) provides, in part, that “[o]nce evidence has been offered or prepared testimony filed, an applicant or complainant may dismiss an action only by leave of the Commission, or by written consent of the adverse parties.”  There were no responses to Staff’s motion to dismiss and the time for doing so has now passed.

The Commission has reviewed the motion to dismiss and finds that it is reasonable.  Case No. EC‑2002‑1025 will be severed from the consolidated cases and may then be closed.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Motion to Dismiss Staff Complaint Respecting the Third Year of the Second UE Experimental Regulation Plan and Close the Case, filed by the Staff of the Commission on September 12, 2002, is granted.

2. That Case No. EC‑2002‑1025 is severed from the lead case, EM‑96‑149, and Case No. EC‑2002‑1025 may now be closed.

That this order shall become effective on October 4, 2002.
