Motion to Correct Order
COMES NOW the Staff (“Staff”) of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Commission”), and for its Motion in the above-styled case, respectfully states as follows:

1. Counsel for Kansas City Power & Light Company (“KCPL”) has brought to the attention of Staff counsel that the Order Approving Stipulation And Agreement (“Order”) in the above-captioned case contains a transpositional error in the current level of trust fund payments amount of $2,303,586 on page two of the Order.   The  “5” and the “8” were inadvertently transposed and the correct current level of trust fund payments is $2,303,856.

2.  Counsel for Staff has discussed this error with KCPL counsel and both are in agreement that the Order should be corrected to reflect the correct current level of trust fund payments amount of $2,303,856.

Wherefore, Staff requests that the Commission issue a correction order reflecting the correct current level of $2,303,856 for KCPL’s retail jurisdiction annual decommissioning expense accruals and trust fund payments.
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
