Staff Response to Withdrawal Request of Union Electric Company for Confidential Treatment of Certain Data Contained in Its 2002 FERC Form No. 1: Annual Report of Major Electric Utilities, Licensees and Others


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, through counsel, and in response to Union Electric Company’s withdrawal of its request for confidential treatment in this case, states as follows:

1.  
On April 30, 2003, Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE (“Union Electric”), filed its Request of Union Electric Company for Confidential Treatment of Certain Data Contained in FERC Form 1:  Annual Report of Major Electric Utilities, Licensees, and Others.  The Commission granted Union Electric Company’s request as permitted by 4 CSR 240-3.165(3) (applicable to electric utilities) in its order of June 10, 2003, subject to the conditions Staff requested in its recommendation.

On July 21, 2003, in compliance with the conditions placed on the Commission’s grant of its request (“that Union Electric Company, d/b/a AmerenUE submit any action on the part of the FERC or the ICC to the Commission for its consideration should it become available”
), Union Electric Company informed the Commission via a filing in this case that the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission had issued a letter denying Union Electric Company’s request for confidential treatment.  As a result, Staff understands that the information that Union Electric Company sought to maintain confidentially, will become publicly available.  One of the conditions the Commission explicitly placed on its grant of Union Electric Company’s Request was that “if the information over which AmerenUE seeks confidential treatment becomes publicly available, the grant of confidentiality should be rescinded.”
  Accordingly, Staff requests that the Commission direct the Data Center to make the previously confidential version of Union Electric Company’s 2002 Annual Report publicly available, and attach a copy of its Order to that publicly available version.


WHEREFORE, Staff recommends that the Commission direct the Data Center to make the previously confidential version of Union Electric Company’s 2002 Annual Report publicly available, and attach a copy of its Order to that publicly available version.
