ORDER SETTING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

This order sets the time for the filing of the parties’ stipulation and agreement and sets a date for a hearing to present the stipulation and agreement.

On January 14, 2004, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, filed a response indicating that the parties had resolved all issues in this case and proposed to file a stipulation and agreement within the next two weeks.  No such agreement has yet been filed.  The parties also indicated their proposed date for a hearing, if necessary, to present the stipulation to the Commission.

The Commission has reviewed the proposed hearing date and finds it appropriate for this case.  Therefore, the Commission will direct the parties to file either their stipulation and agreement or a proposed procedural schedule.  The Commission will also schedule a hearing as ordered below.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That no later than February 9, 2004, the parties shall file either their unanimous stipulation and agreement resolving all the issues to this case or a proposed procedural schedule.

2. That a hearing shall be held in this matter on February 17, 2004, beginning at 1:00 p.m. in Room 310 of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  The Governor Office Building meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act. 3. That this order shall become effective on February 4, 2004.
