ORDER DIRECTING FILING

This order directs the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission to clarify its memorandum recommending that the Commission approve the requested transfer of customers.

[Authorize] AmerenUE to enter into, execute, and perform in accordance with the terms of all other documents reasonably necessary and incidental to the performance of the transactions which are the subject [of] this Joint Applica​tion.

The Commission will require that Staff supplement its pleading to address these requests which appear to be necessary if a transfer is authorized, but are listed separately in the application.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file, on or before October 6, 2004, a supplemental pleading as set forth in the body of this order.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 22, 2004.
