ORDER APPROVING EXTENSION OF TIME TO SUBMIT DEPRECIATION STUDY

On December 16, 2004, Kansas City Power & Light Company filed an application requesting a ninety-day extension of time to file a depreciation study that otherwise would be due by January 1, 2005.  Along with its application, KCPL filed a motion requesting that the Commission expedite its consideration of the application so that it might act to approve the application by January 1, 2005.  

The application explains that Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-3.175(1)(B)2 requires KCPL to submit a depreciation study to the Commission’s Staff within five years after the last time the company submitted such a study.  KCPL last submitted a depreciation study just before January 1, 2000, and, as a result, its new study is due January 1, 2005.  4 CSR 240-3.175(2) provides that the Commission may waive or grant a variance from the provisions of the rule requiring submission of a depreciation study for good cause shown.

KCPL’s application indicates that the employees that will prepare and review its depreciation study have been involved in other matters and have been unable to complete the study.  KCPL requests a 90-day extension of time – until March 31, 2005 – to submit the required depreciation study.

KCPL represents that it has spoken with the Commission’s Staff and that Staff does not oppose the requested 90-day extension.  KCPL did not indicate whether the Office of the Public Counsel had been consulted about the requested extension.  So, on December 20, the Commission issued an order directing that any party wishing to respond to KCPL’s application do so on or before December 22.  No response was filed.     

Based on the information provided in the application, and given the acquiescence of its Staff, the Commission finds that KCPL’s application for extension of time to submit its depreciation study should be granted. 


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Kansas City Power & Light Company’s application for extension of time to submit the depreciation study required by 4 CSR 240-3.175 is granted. 

2.
That Kansas City Power & Light Company shall submit the depreciation study required by 4 CSR 240-3.175 no later than March 31, 2005.  

3.
That this order shall become effective on January 1, 2005.

That this case may be closed on January 2, 2005.
