ORDER ESTABLISHING TIME FOR RESPONSE 

On December 16, 2004, Kansas City Power & Light Company filed an application requesting a ninety-day extension of time to file a depreciation study that otherwise would be due by January 1, 2005.  Along with its application, KCPL filed a motion requesting that the Commission expedite its consideration of the application so that it might act to approve the application by January 1, 2005.  KCPL’s application indicates that the Commission’s Staff does not oppose the requested extension.  The application does not, however, mention the position of the other party in this case, the Office of the Public Counsel.  

In light of KCPL’s motion for expedited treatment, the Commission would like to act on the application at its December 23 agenda meeting.  To that end, the Commission will order that any party wishing to respond to KCPL’s application do so not later than December 22.    
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That any party wishing to respond to Kansas City Power & Light Company’s Application and Motion for Expedited Treatment shall do so on or before December 22, 2004.

That this order shall become effective on December 20, 2004.
