ORDER GRANTING INTERVENTION

This order grants the application for intervention filed herein.

On April 8, 2003, the Commission ordered that any party wishing to intervene must file an application by April 24, 2003.  One timely application was filed. 

On April 24, 2003, Kansas City Power & Light Company filed its application to intervene.  KCPL stated that it is a Missouri corporation that holds certificates of convenience and necessity from the Commission to transact business as an electric public utility in certain areas of the state of Missouri and is principally engaged in the generation, transmission, distribution, and sale of electric power and energy.  KCPL pointed out that  the transmission line to be constructed by Aquila will run through territory served by  KCPL and will interconnect with KCPL electric transmission facilities through Aquila's Martin City Substation.  Accordingly, KCPL stated that its interest is different from that of the general public and may be affected by a Commission order.  KCPL noted that it sought to intervene to stay informed.  KCPL is not opposed to the construction of the line by Aquila and has no

objection to the issuance of a certificate of convenience and necessity as requested in Aquila's application.

No party responded to KCPL’s application to intervene.

The Commission finds that the application to intervene substantially complies with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240‑2.075(4).  The Commission finds that the proposed intervenor has interests in this matter that are different from those of the general public and, further, granting the proposed intervention would serve the public interest.

The application for intervention filed by KCPL will be granted.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the application to intervene filed by Kansas City Power & Light Company is granted.

2. That this order will become effective on May 16, 2003.
