ORDER DIRECTING FILING

2. That if Aquila, Inc., is unable to comply with ordered paragraph 1, Aquila, Inc., shall announce at the February 25, 2005 on-the-record presentation when it plans to file copies of those documents.   
3. That this order shall become effective on February 24, 2005.
