ORDER AND NOTICE OF APPLICATION

This order provides notice of the application to extend a transmission line filed by Kansas City Power & Light Company.  The order also sets a period for the filing of intervention requests.

On October 11, 2002, KCP&L applied with the Missouri Public Service Commission pursuant to Section 393.170, RSMo 2000, requesting that the Commission grant it a certificate of convenience and necessity to extend a 69 kilovolt electric transmission line in Clay County, Missouri.  KCP&L amended its application on December 3, 2002.   

KCP&L states that there are no alternative routes as efficient as the one it requests the Commission to approve.  KCP&L further states that Aquila is aware of this application, and does not object. 

The Commission finds it appropriate that notice of this application be made to the general public and interested parties and that a date for intervention of proper parties be set.

The Data Center of the Commission shall provide notice of this application to the Clay County Commission and to Aquila, Inc.  In addition, the Commission’s Public Information Office shall make notice of this order available to the media and the members of the General Assembly serving Clay County, Missouri.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Data Center of the Missouri Public Service Commission is ordered to serve notice on the Clay County Commission and Aquila, Inc.

2. That the Information Officer of the Missouri Public Service Commission is ordered to make notice of this application available to the media and the members of the General Assembly serving Clay County, Missouri.
